NABIC CENTER FOR HUMANITY (NCH)

NCH is NABIC's flagship project designed to uplift the condition of disadvantaged and
marginalized communities in Bangladesh in a holistic manner by providing services in five
very important areas where communities need most of the help.

These are Relief and Rehabilitation, Education, Alleviation of Poverty, Community Building
and Health Care.

By the grace of our creator the NCH grew from a single center in Brahmanbaria in 2017 to 21
centers this year. These are located in Dhaka, Sylhet, Noakhali, Sandwip, one in a boat
serving hard to reach 8 islands in Gabura, Satkhira and another soon to start center in a
boat to Chalan beel, Natore.

Typically NCH provides general medical care to approximately 500 patients and Ob Gyn
care to approx. 30 patients in a month and provides Computer training, digital market,
food during Ramadan, Qurbani during Eid, Dental care and sponsors Orphans in certain
centers.

NABIC does not charge any fees, rather currently provides $5000/-, 20% of the cost of the
basic project and designs and monitors the projects free of charge.

NCH encourages the projects to be named after the groups or loved ones of the sponsors
like Dhaka Medical College K-32 and K-34 Health Care , education and training Center,
Mohiuddin Nur Rashid Health Care, education and training Center.

The Sponsor chooses the name, location of the center as well as services provided
depending on the needs in conjunction with NABIC and has the opportunity to transfer
expertise to Bangladesh through the center,

It is a great way to contribute tax deductible Zakat and other donations in the USA, thank
our Creator for His blessings and give back to the people of our ancestral home who helped
us become who we are today.

NCH also provides a platform for family members, like minded friends, alumni to work
together and leave behind a legacy for our future generations to stay connected serve our
roots.
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Dr. Pear M. Enam graduated from Dhaka Medical College in 1980 (K-32).

He is currently serving as the President of the group practice "Gastroenterology Associates”
which has served Washington County. MD since 1992.

Dr. Enam previously served as Chief of Medicine, Washington County Hospital, Chief of
Division of Gastroenterology, Meritus Medical Center, and Medical Director of Endoscopy
Center at Robinwood (ECR) multiple times and Chairperson of the Board of Trustees of the
Islamic Society of Western Maryland (ISWMD).

Dr. Enam served as President of NABIC in the past, was instrumental in starting and is
currently in charge of NABIC's largest project "Nabic Center for Humanity (NCH)".

Dr. Enam is the founding President of "Hagerstown Community for Humanity” which has
been providing humanitarian aid, free medical care to the homeless and financially
disadvantaged population and making presentations on important health topics in
Hagerstown since 2016.

As recognition of his efforts to help the community, he was presented with the Community
Service Award by Maryland Governor Honorable Larry Hogan and United Maryland Muslim
Council in April 2018 and Community Service award for 2015 by the BDesh Foundation,
a Virginia based philanthropic organization.

Navigating the Challenges of Physician Leadership in
the Bangladeshi American Diaspora

Physician leadership within the Bangladeshi American Diaspora presents a unique set of
challenges that stem from a confluence of cultural, professional, and personal factors.

As immigrants and foreign medical graduates, Bangladeshi physicians face hurdles in
establishing their careers, assimilating into a new cultural milieu, and navigating the delicate
balance between professional and personal obligations. Furthermore, the pursuit of
leadership roles often intersects with the tension between financial success and ethical
responsibility, compounded by a dearth of mentorship and philanthropic initiatives.

This essay delves into these multifaceted challenges and explores potential strategies for
overcoming them.

Difficulty in Starting a Career as an Immigrant and Foreign Medical Graduate:

One of the primary obstacles faced by Bangladeshi physicians in the diaspora is the arduous
journey of establishing a career in a foreign land. For foreign medical graduates, the
process of obtaining licensure and accreditation in the United States is often complex and
time-consuming, involving rigorous examinations and additional training. Moreover,
linguistic and cultural barriers can exacerbate this challenge, hindering effectiv
communication with patients and colleagues alike. Discrimination and bias, whether overt
or subtle, further impede the integration of Bangladeshi physicians into the healthcare
system, perpetuating feelings of alienation and marginalization.

Difficulty in Assimilating into a Different Cultural Environment:

Cultural assimilation poses another significant hurdle for Bangladeshi physicians navigating
leadership roles in the diaspora. The transition from Bangladesh to the United States
entails not only adapting to a new healthcare system but also acclimating to unfamiliar
social norms, customs, and expectations. This process of acculturation can be particularly
daunting for first-generation immigrants, who may grapple with issues of identity, belonging,
and self-expression. Moreover, cultural differences in medical practices and patient care
philosophies may lead to misunderstandings and conflicts within interdisciplinary healthcare
teams, undermining effective leadership and collaboration.
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Constant Struggle to Balance Life and Work:

The demanding nature of medical practice, coupled with the pressures of leadership, often
results in a perpetual struggle to balance professional responsibilities with personal
well-being. Bangladeshi physicians in leadership roles may find themselves stretched thin,
juggling clinical duties, administrative tasks, and familial obligations simultaneously. This
precarious balance can take a toll on their physical and mental health, leading to burnout,
compassion fatigue, and diminished job satisfaction. Moreover, the pervasive culture of
overwork within the medical profession may perpetuate a cycle of stress and exhaustion,
impeding effective leadership and decision-making.

Conflict between Financial Success and Ethical Responsibility:

As aspiring leaders within the Bangladeshi American Diaspora, physicians often grapple
with the tension between financial success and ethical responsibility. In a healthcare
landscape driven by profit margins and corporate interests, the pursuit of leadership roles
may necessitate compromises in ethical integrity and patient care quality. This conflict is
further exacerbated by cultural expectations of financial success and social status, which
may pressure physicians to prioritize personal gain over altruistic values. Striking a
balance between financial viability and ethical leadership requires a nuanced
understanding of healthcare economics, ethical frameworks, and social responsibility.

Lack of Mentorship and Philanthropic Initiatives:

One of the most glaring gaps in the journey of Bangladeshi physicians towards leadership
is the dearth of mentorship and philanthropic initiatives. Unlike their counterparts in
Bangladesh, who may benefit from established networks and mentorship programs,
diasporic physicians often lack access to guidance, support, and professional development
opportunities. This lack of mentorship can impede their career advancement and hinder
their ability to navigate complex leadership challenges effectively. Similarly, the absence
of philanthropic initiatives within the community deprives aspiring leaders of the opportunity
to leverage their skills and resources for the greater good, perpetuating a cycle of
individualism and self-interest.

The challenges facing Bangladeshi physicians in leadership roles within the American
Diaspora are manifold and multifaceted. From the initial hurdles of career establishment
and cultural assimilation to the ongoing struggle to balance professional and personal
obligations, navigating the path to leadership requires resilience, resourcefulness, and a
commitment to ethical integrity. By addressing systemic barriers, fostering mentorship,
and promoting philanthropic initiatives, stakeholders can empower Bangladeshi
physicians to fulfill their leadership potential and contribute meaningfully to the
healthcare landscape of the diaspora and beyond.

DONATION of MODERN HEALTHCARE EQUIPMENT and HANDS-ON TRAINING

Bangladesh Medical Association of North America (BMANA) is a non-profit
voluntary organization since 1981. For past 4 decades the association of
expatriate Bangladeshi doctors have pioneered charitable ventures in their
homeland. BMANA's vision is to bring Bangladesh abreast to modernization of
medical science and serve the poor, underserved populations.

On February 28th, 2024 BMANA, and Dhaka Medical College (DMC) jointly
launched a program of scientific training and knowledge exchange. Under this
initiative, modern medical equipment was donated to 4 Medical Colleges. A
Portable Echocardiogram and 2 Portable Ultrasound machines were donated
to DMCH. Portable Ultrasound machines were also donated each to Sir
Salimullah Medical College and Mymensingh Medical College Hospitals. A
Bipap machine was donated to Bangladesh Lung Foundation for Shere Bangla
Medical College, Barisal.

American
Heart Association accredited Basic Life Support (BLS) and PALS training were
provided by PEDSI-Global jointly with BMANA, sponsored by Dr. Maksud
Chowdhury, Ex-President BMANA. This was followed by seminars on cutting
edge Cardio/Pulmonary topics by Dr. Chowdhury H. Ahsan, Ex-President
BMANA and Dr. Ayesha Sikder (KY). The sessions concluded with transfer of
Modern Medical Equipment and a partnership session. Dr. Ziauddin Ahmed,
Ex-President BMANA, Dr. Shilpee Ferdousi, Cultural Secretary, BMANA, Dr.
Waseem Hafeez (NY), Dr. Dabiruddin Humayun, (NC), Dr. Abu Yakub (Canada),
Dr. Fatema Ahmed (PA), Dr. Abu Salahuddin (NC), Dr. Shamim Begum (NY), Dr.

The
auspicious occasion was attended by 1,300 students and doctors at the
auditorium’s maximum capacity. Although attended by medical dignitaries
there was no red carpet or decorations. This expense was donated for families
of burn victims. Dr. Samanta Lal Sen and medical leaders praised and
acknowledged BMANA's contribution to Bangladesh through the years.

Management of Alcohol and Tobacco Use Disorders in a
39-Year-0Id Hispanic Male with a Complex Medical
Background: A Case Report

Abstract.

Substance use disorders affect the mental activities of an individual’s brain and
behavior, leading to a loss of control over their substance use, such as drugs,
alcohol, and medication. However, these disorders are treatable. This case report
presents and discusses the management of a 39-year-old Hispanic male with a
complex medical background and a history of substance use. The patient, who
resided with his mother in the Bronx, was admitted to the Outpatient Program
(oPD) at the Life Recovery Center (LRC) Addiction Treatment Center for
concurrent alcohol and tobacco use disorders. The patient had a history of
anemia after bariatric surgery 10 years ago and no significant psychiatric history.
Therefore, a comprehensive approach was required for the patient's treatment.
The case further highlights the patient's presentation, treatment options,
medication, and outcomes, which are essential for managing substance use
disorders in individuals with complex medical backgrounds.
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A Novel Link: The Role of Vitamin D Pathway Disruptions in
Leukemia Pathogenesis and Their Therapeutic Implications -
A Scoping Review

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Abstract: 1,25(0H),D; (calcitriol) is a vital micronutrient that regulates calcium
and phosphorus homeostasis and has additional roles in cellular processes such
as proliferation, differentiation, apoptosis, immune responses, and angiogenesis
through activation of the nuclear vitamin D receptor (VDR). Epidemiological
studies link low vitamin D levels with higher cancer incidence and mortality. This
review investigates vitamin D's role in leukemia pathogenesis and treatment.

Key findings include:

1. Vitamin D Deficiency: Prevalent in leukemia patients and linked to
advanced disease stages, shorter survival, higher leukocyte counts, and poor
response to tyrosine kinase inhibitors, notably in chronic lymphocytic leukemia
(CLL) and acute myeloid leukemia (AML).

2. Supplementation: While trials like VITAL showed no significant reduction
in cancer incidence with vitamin D supplementation, a meta-analysis revealed a
13% reduction in cancer mortality over 10 years. However, supplementation risks
hypercalcemia, which might be mitigated by vitamin D analogs with lower
calcemic effects.

3. Mechanisms: Calcitriol’'s antineoplastic effects may involve decreased
production of anti-inflammatory cytokines and enhanced lymphocyte
differentiation. Deficiency in vitamin D and VDR expression and specific single
nucleotide polymorphisms (SNPs) in the vitamin D binding protein are
associated with poorer prognosis in leukemia.

Conclusion: Vitamin D appears to influence leukemia progression and patient
outcomes; yet more research is needed to clarify its mechanisms and
therapeutic potential. Future studies should refine vitamin D supplementation
strategies and explore analogs that minimize hypercalcemia to optimize benefits
and reduce adverse effects.
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DNA Crystallography as a Framework for Determining
Drug/DNA Interactions and Investigating Drug Delivery

Abstract

Nanomedicine is a rapidly growing field, however limited understanding of
molecular mechanisms hinders the development of next generation
gene-targeting drugs. Ethidium bromide (EB) is a common small-molecule
utilized in comparative fluorescence assays, the primary method for determining
drug/DNA binding locations. However, no methods in the field offer structural
data necessary for visualizing binding interactions. EB can also serve as a
model molecule in drug delivery studies due to its structural resemblance to
chemotherapeutics such as doxorubicin. Caffeine is known to trigger the
release of EB from DNA, demonstrating the potential of DNA for drug delivery.
This study presents DNA crystallography, the creation and imaging of DNA
nanocrystals, both as a novel framework for investigating drug/DNA
interactions and functionalization as a nanoscale drug delivery platform.
Specifically designed DNA strands were mixed at certain molar ratios and
incubated to self propagate into a 3D crystal lattice structure with EB. All
crystals were diffracted and data was used to solve crystal structures.
Diffraction data showed EB to be a major/minor groove binder despite
previous studies, casting heavy doubt on the accuracy of comparative
fluorescence assays that do not account for EB's non-interbase binding.
Caffeine solutions were added to crystals with EB and were then subject to
fluorescence imaging to investigate drug release. The increase of crystal
fluorescence emission intensity peaks demonstrate signs of caffeine-induced
EB release, proving DNA nanocrystals to be a promising platform for nanoscale
drug delivery.

This project explores how DNA crystals can be used as either drug carriers or its
novel use as a structure for investigating how drugs bind to DNA.
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Not all instances of Wellens syndrome on an Electrocardiogram indicate Acute Coronary

Syndrome: An uncommon presentation of Wellen syndrome without LAD occlusion

Introduction and
Background

Wellens syndrome, first described by Wellens
and his group in 1982 [1], a form of acute
coronary syndrome (ACS) associated with
characteristic ECG T wave patterns in
precordial leads, indicates critical stenosis in the
left anterior descending artery. ECG may appear
normal during an episode of chest discomfort in
a patient with Wellens syndrome. Conversely,
classic ECG abnormalities associated with

56 years old male patient came to an outpatient
cardiology office with recent history of experiencing
one episode of shortness of breathing and
diaphoresis, no history of chest pain. After history
taking and obtaining vitals, emergency ECG was
done and showed deeply inverted T wave in lead V2,
V3. After counselling, patient was sent to the
hospital to exclude LAD occlusion and further
management.

Wellens syndrome may be subsequently
observed when the patient is pain-free [2].
Wellens sign on ECG patterns have a high
degree of specificity for LAD occlusion—99%
specificity for type A and 97% specificity for
type B [2].

Clinicians should obtain serial ECGs, including
after pain resolution, to detect the syndrome.
Cardiac catheterization with percutaneous
coronary intervention (PCI) is the preferred
definitive treatment to relieve occlusion, while
stress testing is typically avoided due to its
potential to precipitate acute myocardial
infarction and sudden death [2],[3].
